ABOUT THE ARTIST: 
 
Described by The Guardian as “one of the 
most brilliant flautists of his generation,”   
Jonathan Snowden has been principal flute 
with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra,    
London Philharmonic Orchestra, and the 
Philharmonia, and has appeared in the role of 
principal flute with the following groups: the 
London Symphony Orchestra, Royal Opera 
House Covent Garden, English Chamber 
Orchestra, Academy of St. Martin in the 
Fields, City of Birmingham Symphony, BBC 
Philharmonic, Hallé and Bournemouth     
Symphony.  
 
Mr. Snowden now pursues a flourishing and 
diverse career, dividing time between      
commercial work in film music, as well as solo 
appearances and teaching around the world. 
He has touched audiences in six out of seven 
continents and has given master classes 
sponsored by Brannen-Cooper Brothers and 
Powell Flutes in the U.S. and Muramatsu 
Flutes in Japan.  
 
A former professor at The Royal College of 
Music, he is currently Artist-in-Residence for 
the Artist Diploma program at Georgetown 
University and Levine School of Music and is 
principal flute with the London Chamber  
Orchestra (LCO). Recently, Jonathan toured 
Hong Kong with the LCO and Vladamir    
Ashkenazy, and performed under John Rutter, 
André Previn and Bernard Haitink. This year, 
he will appear as part of the London         
Symphony Orchestra in Spain, Italy, France 
and New York.
